What is a Final Warning?What is a Reprimand?

It is a scheme for young people
aged 10-17 years who have
committed an offence.

If you receive a Reprimand, you will
be spoken to by a Police Inspector or
a Police Sergeant at the Police
station.

The Police will also record the
offence that you have committed, and
will tell the Youth Offending Service
(YOS), that you have received a
Reprimand.

You will not normally be contacted by
the YOS, but sometimes the Police or
your parents can request that the YOS
Officer contacts you, to do some work
with you.

This means that you will be given
Police bail, to allow time for a
Police Officer from YOS to contact
you.

He or she will arrange to meet with
you and your parents / carers, to
discuss what you have done, and
how you feel about it.

The Police Officer will also speak to
the victim of your offence, to find out
how it has affected them.

If considered suitable you will receive
a Final warning by a YOS Police
Officer and an explanation of what
this means to you.

You will be encouraged to take part
in activities which the YOS Officer
thinks will help you to not re-offend.

If the Police Officer from YOS does
not think that you should receive a
Final Warning, you will be told that
you must return to the Police station
to answer bail and to be charged
for the offence.
